How to add an image to a webpage using the scanner

1. Scan something and save it to your userfile folder.

2. Get on the Internet and go to our 5th grade webpage at http://mas5thgrade.org
3. Click on any image. All the images go to Flickr.

4. Sign in:

yahoo id: mas5thgrade

password: tigers2010

5. Go to “upload photos”

6. Go to the “basic uploader.” (The first one is sometimes blocked in school.)

7. Browse out to your userfile folder and choose the scanned image.

8. Scroll down and upload.

9. Choose a “set” (folder) to put the image in. If yours is not there, create one with the title “2010 [your screen name]”

10. Scroll down and save. Flickr will create several different sizes of the image.

11. Once the image appears in Flickr, click on it, go to “all sizes,” and choose the medium size.

12. Scroll down, click in the code (it will highlight automatically), and copy.

13. Open a new window or tab, go to your webpage and log in.

14. Paste the code into an a new article, request publishing, and save. (Or paste the code into an existing article and request publishing and save.)
